Today, parent volunteers taught your child about artist Georges Seurat and helped them complete an art project through Chatsworth PTA’s Art Appreciation Committee.

Seurat was a Parisian artist who lived during the last quarter of the 19th century.  He is most famous for Pointillism, a technique he invented which was based on newly-discovered scientific theories about color and composition.  Pointillism involves juxtaposing little dots of different colors that the viewer’s eye then mixes, in effect, to create new colors (e.g. red next to yellow would appear orange).  Seurat’s Pointillism paintings have a shimmery, almost glowing appearance.

For the Seurat-inspired Pointillism art project in the classroom, your child dipped q-tips in paint to create a scene based on a photograph of Larchmont Manor Park.  You will likely be impressed by the colorful detail and shimmery effect he or she created -- be sure to inquire about it!
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
