Exploring Pointillism

You can discuss how photos in newspapers, magazines and those on color printers are made up of many, many small color dots.

We will have the class “paint” the Larchmont harbor/gazebo with pointillism.

Materials:

· Tempera paint 

· White 8 x 11 paper

· Black 11 x 17 paper

· Paint palettes

· Q-tips

· Larchmont gazebo laminated photos

Show the kids the Larchmont harbor/gazebo picture and ask them to use this as a guide

Explain/demonstrate to the children how when using blue and yellow dots together in a shape and then step back it the colors look green even without them being mixed.  Encourage the kids not to mix colors but to place the primary colors side by side to get the green, orange effect.

Encourage the kids to fill up the full page
Squirt a small amount of each paint color into each circle of the paint palette, there will be enough palettes for 3 per table for the kids to share.

The children will use the white paper and the kids may want to use pencil to lightly sketch their pointillism scene

Using one q-tip please have the children “paint” using dots made with the q-tips.

For smaller dots, have the children pull off some of the cotton off the q-tips.

When the paintings are finished then tape the art to the black larger paper to give a frame effect.
